at 972-317-6551 immediately. Do not wait to report the incident to the management company or the
Board of Directors.

The poolis NOT available for rent and is NOT included with a clubhouse or pavilion rental. The

pool remains available to all residents regardless of a reservation. A pavilion rental includes use of the
last third of the pavilion. Use of the grill is on a first come first served basis. Residents must provide
their own propane tank, grilling tools and equipment.

The Castlewood Dragons Swim Team will use the community pool for practice from May 26, 2026 to
June 26, 2026. Practices will be held Tuesday through Friday, from 7:00 AM to 10:30 AM. The Dragons
will have some evening practices, weekend practices, and team events outside of those dates. Be sure
to check the community calendar at www.castlewoodhoa.com before heading down.
